The World War II memorial consists of six bronze figures representing the branches of 
service in which South Dakotans served during WWII. They are portrayed as warriors fresh 
from battle; the memories burnt into them of the horrors and atrocities of war as well as, the 
acts of selflessness, bravery and valor. They are not intended to be spit and polish soldiers 
on parade, rather warriors in the field of honor. They are to be a reminder for all of us what 
would the world be like today if the United States of America and the Allied countries had 
not prevailed in World War II. They are set on a peninsula that was constructed into Capitol 
Lake. The bronze warriors face the current Korean and Viet Nam Memorials and flaming 
fountain. The figures are from 6 feet to 6 feet 7 inches in height. They weigh close to two 
tons. A native Dakota granite stone is in front of the bronzes and is inscribed with ñSouth 
Dakota WWII Warriors: Why they foughtðFor FlagðFor CountryðFor All of Us.ò River 
Artworks in Aberdeen, South Dakota.

Crime in South Dakota is a compilation of the efforts of law enforcement statewide. This 
publication reflects the hard work and dedication that reporting agencies have put forth to 
accurately report crime in their jurisdictions. Statewide participation is essential because 
effective law enforcement relies upon accurate crime statistics to identify trends in criminal 
activity. 
 

In 2014, the total participation rate was 95% with 116 agencies 
participating. Below is a quick glance at the publicationôs contents.  

 
SOUTH DAKOTA CRIME SUMMARY 2014 

 
In 2014, state and local law enforcement agencies reported a total 
of 65,093 offenses. There were 44,035 Group A Offenses reported. 
In 2013, there were 41,798 which represents a difference of 2,237 
or a 5.4% increase. Group A offenses are the more serious or more 
significant of all the offenses. Both incident and arrest data are 
collected for Group A offenses.  
 
Group B Offenses totaled 21,058 compared to 21,534 offenses 
reported in 2013. This represents a difference of -476 or 2.2% 
decrease.Group B offenses only capture arrest data. 
 

Murder increased by 66.7%; there were 20 homicides reported in 2014 as compared to 12 
homicides reported in 2013. 
 
Forcible Rape decreased by 6 or -1.6%. There were 378 forcible rapes reported in 2014 
compared to 384 reported in 2013. 
 
The majority of the crimes, 37.4% or 16,448, occurred at a Residence/Home. Highway/Road/ 
Alley accounted for approximately 19.7% with 8,658 crimes. 
 
There were a total of 2,560 Burglaries reported. Thirty-four (34%) percent of those were forced 
entry (858). 
 
More than $23 million worth of property loss was reported in 2014 ($23,287,291). The total 
stolen was $18,757,787 with 23% of that amount reported as recovered by law enforcement 
officials ($4,401,170). Pets had the second greatest percent of recovery with 73%. 
 
In 2014, juvenile arrests accounted for 12.9% (4,888) of the total arrests (37,857), down from 
5,583 in 2013. 
 
The number of reported arrests in 2014 for DUI was 6,182. This represents an decrease of -353 
arrests or -5.4% from the total of 6,535 reported in 2013. 
 
Arrests for drug offenses increased 1.5%. In 2014, 5,577 total drug arrests were reported 
compared to 5,493 reported in 2013. 
 
Weapon Type ñPersonal Weaponsò (hands, feet, or fists) were reported in 4,841 incidents. 
Firearms were reported in 532 incidents.

Introduction 
 
National Incident-Based Reporting System (NIBRS) is a cooperative effort among city, county, and State 
law enforcement agencies. The State Clearinghouse (Criminal Statistical Analysis Center) for NIBRS 
provides participating agencies with the necessary application required for crime reporting. Agencies can 
use our web-based software or if they have a private vendor and their own RMS (Records Management 
System), they may export their data and send it in to the Criminal Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) on a 
monthly basis. The SAC then imports any data sent in by agencies. All data received either through the 
Stateôs web-based system or imported is then submitted to the Federal Bureau of Investigation where 
national reports such as Crime in the United States are generated. 
 
Certain constraints should be noted in interpreting the collective data for the State. It must be noted that 
Indian Reservations are not included as they do not report crime statistics to the SAC. Comparing data 
year to year gives a good picture of crime trends; however, keep in mind when comparing these figures to 
previous years that there is a difference in the number of agencies reporting each year. Also, these 
figures cannot be compared to data released by the FBI, as the FBI uses estimations for non-reported 
data. The deadline for submitting 2014 crime statistics to the Federal Bureau of Investigation was April 
10, 2015. 
 
This publication is the sixth time the crime book was published in NIBRS format. Starting in 2008, the 
SAC only accepted NIBRS data. NIBRS is an incident-based reporting system designed to collect data on 
each incident and arrest within that occurrence. The most significant difference between NIBRS and the 
traditional UCR system is the degree of detail in reporting. Unlike the summary UCR system that collects 
data on only eight Part I crimes, NIBRS collects 22 crime categories made up of 49 specific crimes called 
Group A offenses. In addition to the Group A offenses, there are 11 Group B offense categories for which 
only arrest data are collected. The Hierarchy Rule is not used in NIBRS. Therefore, if more than one 
crime was committed by the same person or group of persons and the time and space intervals 
separating them were insignificant, all of the crimes are reported as offenses in the same incident. 
 
The population figures included in this publication were obtained from the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation. The FBI UCR Program obtained city/town and county decennial population counts for year 
2010 and the July 1st 2010, 2011, 2012, and 2013 population estimates from the U.S. Census Bureau. 
The UCR staff computed individual rates of growth from one year to the next for every city/town and 
county. Each agency's rates of growth were averaged; that average was then applied and added to 
its 2013 Census population figure to derive the 2014 population estimates. The resident county 
population sum of 853,175 was used. The information included in this report was generated by a 
combination of these population figures and data collected through the National Incident-Based Reporting 
System from the participating agencies.  
 
The figures are based on statistics that were analyzed for a twelve month period beginning January 1, 
2014 and ending December 31, 2014. However, a few agencies did not report for an entire twelve month 
period. The information in this publication will reflect this partial participation. The data included in this 
report can only be as accurate as the data provided by each reporting agency. 
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Offenses 
There are two groupings of offenses reported in NIBRS, Group ñAò and Group ñBò Offenses. 
Both incidents and arrests are reported for Group ñAò offenses. Only arrests are reported for 
Group ñBò offenses. 
 

Group A Offenses 
 

There are 22 Group A crime categories made up of 49 offenses. Both incidents and arrests are 
to be reported for Group A offenses. The following criteria were used to determine if a crime 
should be designated as a Group A offense: 
 

1. The seriousness or significance of the offense. 
2. The frequency or volume of its occurrence. 
3. The prevalence of the offense nationwide. 
4. The probability of the offense being brought to law enforcementôs attention. 
5. The likelihood that law enforcement is the best channel for collecting data regarding the 

offense. 
6. The burden placed on law enforcement in collecting data on the offense. 
7. The national statistical validity and usefulness of the collected data. 
8. The national UCR Programôs responsibility to make crime data available not only to law 

enforcement but to others having a legitimate interest in it. 
 

The Group A offenses are listed below in UCR (Uniform Crime Reporting) number order for 
ease of reference rather than in the order of their importance. Each crime category title indicates 
whether the crime is a Crime Against Person, Crime Against Property, or Crime Against Society. 
The crimes are counted as follows: for a Crime Against person, one offense is counted for each 
victim; Crime Against Property, one offense for each distinct operation is counted (except Motor 
Vehicle Theft, where one offense is counted for each stolen vehicle); and for a Crime Against 
Society, count one offense for each violation.

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Bias Motivation (Hate Crime) 
 
The table on the following pages indicates whether or not the offense was motivated by bias 
and, if so, what kind. Because of the difficulty of ascertaining the offenderôs subjective 
motivation, bias should be reported only if investigation reveals sufficient objective facts to lead 
a reasonable and prudent person to conclude that the offenderôs actions were motivated, in 
whole or in part, by bias against race, religion, ethnicity, sexual orientation, disability, gender, 
and gender identity. 
 
In NIBRS, incidents that do not involve any facts indicating biased motivation on the part of the 
offender are reported as ñNoneò, whereas incidents involving ambiguous facts (some facts are 
present but are not conclusive) are reported as ñUnknownò.

A victim can be linked up to ten of the most serious (as determined by the reporting agency) 
Group A offenses which were perpetrated against him/her during the incident.  
 
For example, there may be two victims of a robbery and one of those two victims was also 
raped. The first victim would be linked to ñ120 ï Robberyò. The second victim would be linked to 
both ñ120 ï Robberyò and ñ11A ï Forcible Rapeò. Therefore, there may be more than one 
offense reporting a victimôs age, gender, race, ethnicity, etc. 
 

Type of Victim 
 
Only one Type of Victim should be reported for each victim. Type of Victim allowed entries are: 
Individual, Business, Financial Institution, Government, Religious Organization, Society/Public, 
Other or Unknown. 
 
For example, during a bank robbery, the offender pointed a gun at a teller and demanded and 
received money. The robber also pistol whipped a customer who stood in his way as he made 
his getaway from the bank. There were three victims: the bank (Type of Victim = Financial 
Institution), the teller (Type of Victim = Individual), and the pistol whipped customer (Type of 
Victim = Individual).
