The Lakota gave this land its name, ñMako Sica,ò meaning ñland bad.ò Located in southwestern 
South Dakota, Badlands National Park consists of 244,000 acres of sharply eroded massive 
buttes, deep gorges, colorful pinnacles and spires blended with the largest protected mixed 
grass prairie in the United States. It is desolation at its truest, where you can look for miles and 
see no sign of civilization. 

 
This land has been so 
ruthlessly ravaged by wind 
and water that it has become 
picturesque. Erosion of the 
Badlands reveals 
sedimentary layers of 
different colors: purple and 
yellow (shale), tan and gray 
(sand and gravel), red and 
orange (iron oxides) and 
white (volcanic ash). 
 
Badlands National Park also 
preserves the worldôs 
greatest fossil beds of 
animals from the Oligocene 
Epoch of the Age of 

Mammals. The skeletons of ancient camels, three-toed horses, saber-toothed cats and giant 
rhinoceros-like creatures are among the many fossilized species found here. All fossils, rocks, 
plants and animals are protected and must remain where you find them. Prehistoric bones are 
still being uncovered today by park officials. 
 
Come enjoy this parkôs biological diversity it is surrounded by the Buffalo Gap National 
Grassland. Wildlife roams the park's boundaries as well. Bison, pronghorn, mule and whitetail 
deer, prairie dogs, coyotes, butterflies, turtles, snakes, bluebirds, vultures, eagles and hawks 
are just some of the wildlife that can often be seen by visitors. In 1994, the near-extinct Black-
footed ferrets were reintroduced into the Badlands prairie. These nocturnal animals are rarely 
seen by the visiting public.

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Attorney General Jackley Notes 
 

Crime in South Dakota is a compilation of the efforts of law enforcement statewide. This 
publication reflects the hard work and dedication that reporting agencies have put forth to 
accurately report crime in their jurisdictions. Statewide participation is essential because 
effective law enforcement relies upon accurate crime statistics to identify trends in criminal 
activity. 
 
In 2016, the total participation rate was 94% with 110 agencies participating. Below is a quick 
glance at the publicationôs contents.  

 
SOUTH DAKOTA CRIME SUMMARY 2016 

 
In 2016, state and local law enforcement agencies reported a total 
of 75,778 offenses. There were 53,190 Group A Offenses reported. 
In 2015, there were 49,549 which represents a difference of 3,641 
or a 7.3% increase. Group A offenses are the more serious or more 
significant of all the offenses. Both incident and arrest data are 
collected for Group A offenses.  
 
Group B Offenses totaled 22,588 compared to 21,465 offenses 
reported in 2015. This represents a difference of 1,123 or 5.3% 
increase. Group B offenses only capture arrest data. 
 
Murder decreased by 22%; there were 21 homicides reported in 
2016 as compared to 27 homicides reported in 2015. 

 
Forcible Rape decreased by 10 or 2.4%. There were 410 forcible rapes reported in 2016 
compared to 420 reported in 2015. 
 
The majority of the crimes, 37.8% or 20,131, occurred at a Residence/Home. Highway/Road/ 
Alley accounted for approximately 22.5% with 11,964 crimes. 
 
There were a total of 2,760 Burglaries reported. Thirty-one (31%) percent of those were forced 
entry (861). 
 
Almost $30 million worth of property loss was reported in 2016 ($29,938,083). The total stolen 
was $23,674,970 with 31% of that amount reported as recovered by law enforcement officials 
($7,373,661). Aircraft Parts and Accessories had the greatest percent of recovery with 100%. 
 
In 2016, juvenile arrests accounted for 12% (5,056) of the total arrests (42,200), up from 4,710 
in 2015. 
 
The number of reported arrests in 2016 for DUI was 6,606. This represents an increase of 179 
arrests or 2.8% from the total of 6,427 reported in 2015. 
 
Arrests for drug offenses increased 12.5%. In 2016, 7,671 total drug arrests were reported 
compared to 6,818 reported in 2015. 
 
Weapon Type ñPersonal Weaponsò (hands, feet, or fists) were reported in 4,136 incidents. 
Firearms were reported in 530 incidents.

Introduction 
 
National Incident-Based Reporting System (NIBRS) is a cooperative effort among city, county, and state 
law enforcement agencies. The State Clearinghouse (Criminal Statistical Analysis Center) for NIBRS 
provides participating agencies with the necessary application required for crime reporting. Agencies can 
use our web-based software or if they have a private vendor and their own RMS (Records Management 
System), they may export their data and send it in to the Criminal Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) on a 
monthly basis. The SAC then imports any data sent in by agencies. All data received either through the 
Stateôs web-based system or imported is then submitted to the Federal Bureau of Investigation where 
national reports such as Crime in the United States are generated. 
 
Certain constraints should be noted in interpreting the collective data for the State. It must be noted that 
Indian Reservations are not included as they do not report crime statistics to the SAC. Comparing data 
year to year gives a good picture of crime trends; however, keep in mind when comparing these figures to 
previous years that there is a difference in the number of agencies reporting each year. Also, these 
figures cannot be compared to data released by the FBI, as the FBI uses estimations for non-reported 
data. The extended deadline for submitting 2016 crime statistics to the Federal Bureau of Investigation is 
April 24, 2017. 
 
This publication is the eighth time the crime book was published in NIBRS format. Starting in 2008, the 
SAC only accepted NIBRS data. NIBRS is an incident-based reporting system designed to collect data on 
each incident and arrest within that occurrence. The most significant difference between NIBRS and the 
traditional UCR system is the degree of detail in reporting. Unlike the summary UCR system that collects 
data on only eight Part I crimes, NIBRS collects 24 crime categories made up of 52 specific crimes called 
Group A offenses. In addition to the Group A offenses, there are 10 Group B offense categories for which 
only arrest data are collected. The Hierarchy Rule is not used in NIBRS. Therefore, if more than one 
crime was committed by the same person or group of persons and the time and space intervals 
separating them were insignificant, all of the crimes are reported as offenses in the same incident. 
 
The population figures included in this publication were obtained from the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation. The FBI UCR Program obtained city/town and county decennial population counts for year 
2010 and the July 1st 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013, 2014, and 2015 population estimates from the U.S. 
Census Bureau. The UCR staff computed individual rates of growth from one year to the next for every 
city/town and county. Each agency's rates of growth were averaged; that average was then applied and 
added to its 2015 Census population figure to derive the 2016 population estimates. The resident county 
population sum of 865,454 was used. The information included in this report was generated by a 
combination of these population figures and data collected through the National Incident-Based Reporting 
System from the participating agencies.  
 
The figures are based on statistics that were analyzed for a twelve month period beginning January 1, 
2016 and ending December 31, 2016. The data included in this report can only be as accurate as the 
data provided by each reporting agency. 
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Offenses 
There are two groupings of offenses reported in NIBRS, Group ñAò and Group ñBò Offenses. 
Both incidents and arrests are reported for Group ñAò offenses. Only arrests are reported for 
Group ñBò offenses. 
 

Group A Offenses 
 

There are 24 Group A crime categories made up of 52 offenses. Both incidents and arrests are 
to be reported for Group A offenses. The following criteria were used to determine if a crime 
should be designated as a Group A offense: 
 

1. The seriousness or significance of the offense. 
2. The frequency or volume of its occurrence. 
3. The prevalence of the offense nationwide. 
4. The probability of the offense being brought to law enforcementôs attention. 
5. The likelihood that law enforcement is the best channel for collecting data regarding the 

offense. 
6. The burden placed on law enforcement in collecting data on the offense. 
7. The national statistical validity and usefulness of the collected data. 
8. The national UCR Programôs responsibility to make crime data available not only to law 

enforcement but to others having a legitimate interest in it. 
 

The Group A offenses are listed below in UCR (Uniform Crime Reporting) number order for 
ease of reference rather than in the order of their importance. Each crime category title indicates 
whether the crime is a Crime Against Person, Crime Against Property, or Crime Against Society. 
The crimes are counted as follows: for a Crime Against person, one offense is counted for each 
victim; Crime Against Property, one offense for each distinct operation is counted (except Motor 
Vehicle Theft, where one offense is counted for each stolen vehicle); and for a Crime Against 
Society, count one offense for each violation.

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Bias Motivation (Hate Crime) 
 
The table on the following pages indicates whether or not the offense was motivated by bias 
and, if so, what kind. Because of the difficulty of ascertaining the offenderôs subjective 
motivation, bias should be reported only if investigation reveals sufficient objective facts to lead 
a reasonable and prudent person to conclude that the offenderôs actions were motivated, in 
whole or in part, by bias against race, religion, ethnicity, sexual orientation, disability, gender, 
and gender identity.

Victim Data 
 

 

A victim can be linked up to ten of the most serious (as determined by the reporting agency) 
Group A offenses which were perpetrated against him/her during the incident.  
 
For example, there may be two victims of a robbery and one of those two victims was also 
raped. The first victim would be linked to ñ120 ï Robberyò. The second victim would be linked to 
both ñ120 ï Robberyò and ñ11A ï Forcible Rapeò. Therefore, there may be more than one 
offense reporting a victimôs age, gender, race, ethnicity, etc. 
 

Type of Victim 
 
Only one Type of Victim should be reported for each victim. Type of Victim allowed entries are: 
Individual, Business, Financial Institution, Government, Religious Organization, Society/Public, 
Other or Unknown. 
 
For example, during a bank robbery, the offender pointed a gun at a teller and demanded and 
received money. The robber also pistol whipped a customer who stood in his way as he made 
his getaway from the bank. There were three victims: the bank (Type of Victim = Financial 
Institution), the teller (Type of Victim = Individual), and the pistol whipped customer (Type of 
Victim = Individual).
